The Northwest Roostertails’ Fall Classic/Sport 40 Championships/Northwest Outboard

Championships conducted at Twin Lakes Park on Sunday, October 6 drew a good turnout and nice weather.  The two largest classes were A Stock with 15 boats and B Stock 10 boats.   In those two classes, three qualifying heats and a final were staged.

In B Stock, Jim Hagen prevailed in the connie joining Frank, Greg Roth, Gene Gager, Craig Dickson, and Tom Asif.   Frank once again nailed the start and didn’t cut any buoys on his way to winning the NW Outboard Championship in B Stock.  Craig Dickson chased Frank for the entire race and ended up second.   Jim was third followed by Greg, Tom, and Gene. 

Mark Anderson dominated the Ron Erickson Memorial Sport 40 Championship.  Mark’s four round total of 1200 points nearly tripled Jere Heiser’s second place score.   Mark Knox placed third with three dnfs.  Adam Putich drove his very nice running Budweiser Sport 20 to a win with two firsts and a second place finish.   Bruce Mooring took second in the class with his new Seaducer 20 Vee and Chris Cohea placed third.  

Doug Kirk won the Open Open Class with his 1/8 Scale Hydro.   The “Hit of the Day” didn’t happen in a NFL football game but in the second heat of this class when Frank’s 90 cat hooked in the right corner and slammed full speed into the stalled 1/8 Scale Hydro belonging to Kevin Gronsdahl.
