2002 DISTRICT 8 CHAMPIONSHIP SERIES CONCLUDED AT SPOKANE


A somewhat small contingent of model boaters journeyed to Spokane over the Labor Day Weekend for the final District 8 Championship Points Race for 2002.   There were several classes where points earned at this race could/would affect the final standings.    In A Stock, “Uncle Jerry” managed to secure sufficient points to win that class.    This marks the first time U.J. has ever won the District 8 Championship in 3.5 Stock Tunnel.   You’re right, “It’s about time!”   


Going into the Spokane race, three racers had a mathematical chance of winning B Stock: Frank Crockett, U.J., and Eric Bourlet.    Frank busted up his boat in Open Water and completely missed round one.   U.J. bounced across the finish line in the first heat ahead of Eric and the point spread between the three contenders was 197 points.    Gene Gager offered Frank the use of his boat for the remaining heats.   Frank definitely made the most of the situation by winning the next two qualifying rounds and the final in route to a District 8 Championship in B Stock.   


In A Hydro, Frank and Mark Anderson were in contention.    However, Mark hit something in the first round, breaking the boat and ending his chances.    In A Mod, Kim Jefferies held a 497-point lead over U.J.   Even though Kim was only able to gather 25 points for the entire event, the lead was sufficient when U.J.’s motor broke in the second round after gaining 300 points in the first round.   This is the second year in a row Kim has won A Mod.  In A Outboard Hydro, Mike Hughes was able to accumulate sufficient points to overtake Ray Ackenhausen, Jr. – who was unable to make the event.  


Besides the high point winners mentioned above, the following PSMBC members won 2002 District 8 Championship classes: U.J. in A Mono, Frank C. in B Mono, Dave Solway in B Mod Tunnel, Eric Bourlet in B Hydro, Mike Hughes in Open Hydro, Kirk McKee in Sport 20, and Mark Anderson in Sport 40.    This was the first District 8 Championship for Kirk.


For PSMBC end of the year awards, Frank C. was the Total Points Champion, Joe Mallit was Junior Points Champion, and Ron Fuller was Rookie of the Year.
